ABOUT OKTOBERFEST

Ludwig's "royal" party
Crown Prince Ludwig, later to become King Ludwigrarried Princess Therese of Saxony-Hildburghaose®ctober
12, 1810. The citizens of Munich were invited tdebeate with them at festivities held on the fieldsront of the city
gates. Horse races in the presence of the Royalyrararked the close of the event, which was treéate a festival for
the whole of Bavaria.

The Oktoberfest continues in 1811

In 1811, an added feature to the horse races veafirsh Agricultural Show, designed to boost Baaaragriculture. The
horse races were the oldest and most popular et¢me festival, but are no longer held today. Bt Agricultural Show
is still held every three years during the Oktobston the southern part of the festival grounds.

More and more things to see and do
In the first few decades, the choices of amusemeats sparse. In 1818, the first carousel and tiogs were set up.
Visitors were able to quench their thirst at smhalér stands. In 1896 the beer stands were replgctte first beer tents
and halls set up by the enterprising landlords withbacking of the breweries. Later a livestoosvsland carnival with
carousels were added to the festival.

Modern Munich celebration

Many characteristics of the early Oktoberfest celgbns have been retained and expanded upon. Ksnanual
celebration is still held on the original site, ek Theresienwies€¢'Theresa's fields"), in front of the city gatdhe
locals just call it "Wies'n". The Mayor taps thesfibarrel of beer at NoorO'zapft is!" (lt's tapped!") The festivities
include the Grand Entry of the Oktoberfest Landdoathd Breweries, the Costume and Riflemen's Priocggsarching
bands, and horse-drawn beer wagons; the Oktobéfiest; and an agricultural festival. At the footlé Bavaria Statue,
adjacent to the Oktoberfest grounds, one impoesgant is "Bollerschie3en” (handheld canon salatisp in front of the
Bavaria statue there are carousels, roller coaatersnuch more for the enjoyment and excitementsitors of all ages.
The tradition of beer and food stands continuesto@iant brewery-sponsored beer haliat can hold up to 5,000
people a piece have replaced the beer tents. seada filled with music, dancing, and singing. IMihs of liters of beer
(the "MalR" Oktoberfest Beer) are consumed, wornsdoshed about during Oktoberfest and visitors,ynarwhich wear
traditional Bavarian costumes, eat hundreds ofsands of sausages and rolls. Today, the Oktobenféddtinich is the
largest festival in the world.

This year's Oktoberfest: September 18 — October 3
On Saturday, September 18th, the Schottenhameligetiite place to be, if you want to catch the @fiopening
ceremonies.

Brezn (n.) - Bavarian pretzel. Aesthetically twiretdng of dough, baked to a pastry. At the Oktédsdr the giant
"Riesnbrezn" are especially beloved.

Busserl aufs Backerl - kiss on the cheek.

Fetznrausch (n.) - totally drunk.

Knofe (n.) - garlic, frequently used in Bavariat honetheless unpopular in overcrowded beer tents.
Mafikruagstemma (n.) - a contest, contestant mudtame mald beer with straight arms, the one whacaaty the beer
longest, wins.
